o When the service is prayed virtually, prayers and responses should be said by each participant, even though each
person’s response cannot be beard.

o At the Magnificat which begins after the daily antiphon, and during the final blessing, everyone should make the sign
of the cross across their chest, represented in the service as (3D.

o Portions of Vespers at convocation may be chanted. Chant tones will be distributed before the service.

The Psalms Appointed

When the service is prayed virtually the first reader appointed prays the antiphon and first verse of each psalm, the Gloria
Patri and repeats the antiphon. The second reader appointed prays the second verse. The two readers alternate praying the

remaining verses.

In convocation, For each psalm, all stand and the leader begins begin with the antiphon and the first verse. All sit at the
second verse and the psalm is said antiphonally by seating section. All rise for the last verse of each psalm for the Gloria Pati

and closing antiphon.

At convocation, Sit for the reading

notice the log in your own eye? Or how can you say to your neighbor, 'Let me take the speck out of your eye,’
while the log is in your own eye? You hypocrite, first take the log out of your own eye, and then you will see
clearly to take the speck out of your neighbor's eye. "Do not give what is holy to dogs; and do not throw your
pearls before swine, or they will trample them under foot and turn and maul you. "Ask, and it will be given
you; search, and you will find; knock, and the door will be opened for you.

At convocation, the leader prays the opening antiphon and the first verse of the canticle and the people pray the rest of the
Canticle, the Gloria Patri and the closing antiphon together.
