CSL Chapter Meeting
June 7, 2025
Abbess Martha opened the meeting at 2:01 CT declaring a quorum present.
Bishop Scarfe led the members in an opening Prayer.
Bishop Scarfe’s Comments: Bishop Scarf spoke about the experience he had in receiving Sister Katherine’s final vows in her home parish. It was a unique and meaningful experience of witness that he has always spoken to our community about having in our local churches. Those who attended also were moved by the witnessing of the ceremony.
January Chapter Minutes: Brother Jean Baptiste made a motion to approve the January minutes with a correction to read that “the finances will be reviewed every year, not every three months,” seconded by Brother David; approved by the Chapter.
Superior’s Report and Announcements: Abbess Martha reported that Brother Jean Baptiste will be the new Treasurer as of July 1, 2025, and Sister Clare has become the Assistant Dean of Professed Life as of July 1, 2025. 
The Abbess stated she is not receiving snail mail that is being sent from some members, so she has asked for those affected to take a picture of their returned mail and send it to her.
Five-year Plan: Sister Julian reported on the Five-Year Plan that was sent out in an attachment and spoke about two items not in the report. She noted we are halfway through the plan and will begin working on another Five-Year Plan next year. The present plan report shows what we have achieved against what we said we would do. Overall, the accomplishments are quite good.
Finance Report: Sister Mary Magdalene presented the report noting that the main topic was the switching of Banks to Capital One from TD Bank which is presently under investigation. The Abbess made a motion to accept this change; seconded by Brother Jean Baptiste; approved by the Chapter.
Our present assets are $240,000 invested in a Charles Swabb account. We are doing well as the value has increased this quarter, and we have recovered from the downfall earlier in the year.
Prior’s Report: Brother Raymond commented on the growth of young members in the community and sees it as a very positive direction for CSL.
Formation Team Report: Sister Genevieve Lynn spoke on behalf of the team members and told the Chapter about the transitions that will be taking place during Convocation in July. 4 Novices will be taking annual profession; three novice oblates will become full Oblates; three new members will be received. Brother John David will be making solemn vows and present his annual profession project to the community.
Ther is a summer study program, and the topic was assigned by the Abbess. At this point, the Abbess announced the topic which is Humility as in Chapter 7 of the rule. No one particular book will be assigned but members are asked to read whatever is relevant about this topic in order to share with the members. There will also be book studies for Advent and Lent as well.
Communications: Abbess Martha announced the transition to managing the Web site will go to Brother Ronan and Christoper Ndife.
Brother David spoke about Opus Dei site which is doing well with only a few minor glitches. He noted the site is highly active and received 500 to 1000 hits over all fronts. The new managers of the Web site will officially take over on October 1, 2025.
Porter’s Report: Brother David said he had about three dozen inquirers and half asked for applications. Six people will begin the process of entering after Labor Day.
Public Face Book Page: Brother John David and Brother Jude Thaddeus were commended on their work in growing the page as well as keeping it relevant. The Abbess commended and thanked them for doing such fine work.
Newsletter: Brother John David reminded the members to submit their articles so the newsletter can go out in June. The topic is past Convocations. 
Vote to Accept Reports: Sister Mary Magdalene made a motion to accept all reports as presented; seconded by Brother Jean Baptiste; approved by the Chapter.
Other Business: Members will be receiving notice from Sister Genevieve Lynn if they need to have Safe Church training which all members must take in order to be in compliance with our rules and the Episcopal Church. 
Members who are receiving new habits are asked to try them on to be sure no alterations are needed before the actual ceremonies.
Sister Madeleine Sophie said the invitation to Convocation for July will go out on June 9th and be available until June 20th. Everyone must answer whether they are going or not.
Sister Julian asked for prayers for those who are being medically challenged.
Chapter ended at 4:42 CT with a prayer by Father Sid.
